5 Put mouthpiece in mouth between the teeth and close lips around the
mouthpiece

6 At start of inspiration...which should be slow and deep... ... press

canister down and continue to inhale deeply.

7 Take the inhaler out of the mouth and hold breath for 10 seconds, or as
close to 10 seconds as possible...

8 ... then breathe out slowly

9 If a second dose is required at this point, wait 30-60 seconds before
repeating stages 2 to 9. (If a second dose is not required, reviewer adds
1 point to score.)

10 Especially if using a controller inhaler, rinse mouth with water after
using the inhaler.
